1. Introduction 
 
 
In order to take full advantage of the Spanish R&D potential in the chemistry 
and water fields and maximise the opportunities for cooperation at an 
international level for Spanish entities, FEIQUE and AFRE have promoted the 
creation of their own technology platforms and the definition of their Strategic 
Research Agendas, taking into consideration the Spanish industry R&D 
priorities and capabilities. 
 
One of the main objectives that justified the creation of these national 
technology platforms was to be more competitive in the European and 
international domains. Spanish participation in the different European R&D 
programmes (FP7, CIP, Eureka, Iberoeka etc) is essential to promote 
international cooperation.

The Spanish Technology Platform for Sustainable ChemistrySpanish Technology Platform for Sustainable ChemistrySpanish Technology Platform for Sustainable ChemistrySpanish Technology Platform for Sustainable Chemistry (SusChem-
España) is an initiative of the Spanish Chemical Industry Federation (FEIQUE) in 
collaboration with the Spanish Association of Bioenterprises (ASEBIO), the 
Spanish Federation of Innovation and Technology Organisations (FEDIT) and 
the network of University Technology Transfer Offices (Red OTRI). The Platform 
is supported by the Spanish Ministry of Science and Innovation, and has the 
permanent collaboration of the Centre for the Development of Industrial 
Technology (CDTI) a Spanish public organisation, under the Ministry of 
Industry, Commerce and Tourism. 
 
Following its homologous European Platform (SUSCHEM), the Spanish Platform 
has been established as a response to the growing need of the chemical 
industry to increase and assure its competitiveness on the long run, based on 
global and strategic R&D and innovative actions. 
 
SusChem-España seeks to bring together all stakeholders in this sector and 
thus encourage cooperation activities and exchange of information, knowledge 
and experiences. By being present both the public and private sector, the 
Platform has been able to define technological and research lines in this sector 
in the medium and long term and given support to public administrations for 
establishing future research priorities in the National and regional R + D + I 
Programmes.

The Spanish Water Technology PlatformSpanish Water Technology PlatformSpanish Water Technology PlatformSpanish Water Technology Platform (SWTP) is a a co-operative project by 
the Association of Irrigation Manufacturers of Spain (AFRE), with the 
participation of the Association for Water Treatment Technology (ATTA), the 
Spanish Water Treatment and Control Association (AQUA ESPAÑA), the 
Association of Electronic, IT and Telecom Companies (AETIC), THE Spanish 
Association of Engineering Companies, Technology Consulting and Services 
(TECNIBERIA) and the public company TRAGSA.  
 
It serves as a national forum for co-operation among all technological and 
scientific agents in the promotion of R&D+I and the continuous improvement of 
technology applicable to the management of water resources. It also aims to 
promote the leading role of Spanish technology in this field throughout the 
world.  
 
The Platform gathers the most significant agents in science, technology and 
business involved in water cycle management in representing national interests 
and promoting Spanish technology world wide.  



2. Recommendations 
 
 
In general, any company, university, research centre, organization or 
individual, legally established in any country, may participate in a collaborative 
project provided that the minimum conditions laid down in the Rules for 
Participation of the corresponding programme have been met, including any 
additional conditions laid down by the specific call or work programmes. 
 
In most cases EU research funding is to be sought by building a consortium in 
order to submit a project proposal in response to a call. The eligibility of the 
proposal varies according to different conditions related to the type of action of 
instrument, but it is generally assumed that in proposals set up in the frame of 
international programmes an extraordinary high level of participation of one 
specific country (budgetary or by number of partners out of the total) may 
result a severe burden for the proposal success.  
 
Collaboration with others is an essential pre-requisite to any application. In 
general, FP7 proposals should involve consortia of at least three independent 
applicants from different Member States, Associated Countries or third 
countries.  
 
As a consequence it is important to have a well balanced consortium in which 
the participation of partners from the same country should be limited bellow a 
certain threshold. We recommend as a rough threshold that to not more than 
30% of partners or budget of the overall proposal are allocated to entities of the 
same country. 
 
This recommendation is particularly relevant in FP7 and CIP programmes.  
 
Other funding opportunities are especially suitable for Spanish participants: 
Eureka (European level) and IBEROEKA (Latin America). These projects are 
market-oriented R&D project based on its bottom-up approach and involving 
partners from at least two EUREKA member countries, often SME-led.  
 
Participation of, at least, two companies from the EUREKA and IBEROEKA 
member countries is a must. Participation of universities and research centres 
will give an added value to the proposal. The decentralised network makes the 
funding also decentralised by means of funding instruments of the participating 
countries. Close collaboration with National Program Coordinators (NPC) is 
highly recommended as they are the direct contact with project participants 
facilitating the setting-up (partner search, definition and improvement of the 
proposal) and running of a project. 
 



3. Instruments and Funding Options in 2011 
 
 
There are two main EU funding instruments that might offer the support 
needed: 
 

• The 7th Framework Programme for Research, Technological 
Development and Demonstration Activities (FP7) 

• The Competitiveness and Innovation Framework Programme (CIP) 
 
In addition, it is worth to mention other two European cooperative initiatives to 
support research and technological development oriented to new product 
processes or services close to market: 
 

• EUREKA 
• IBEROEKA 
 

Finally, there is another European financial instrument to support 
environmental and nature conservation projects: 
 

• LIFE+ 
 

Depending on the research or innovation activity of the different proposals, one 
or other programme will match better and will have a better success rate. 
 
Here we present a brief description of the different programmes, instruments 
and funding options that can be suitable for your project proposal. 
 
 
3.1 The 7th Framework Programme for Research, Technological Development and 
Demonstration activities (FP7). 
 
The Framework Programme (FP) is a European initiative for the promotion and 
support of    R&D    in co-operation with companies and research institutions 
belonging to countries in the European Union. It includes basic research 
activities, demonstrations and also the development of products and 
processes.  
 
Since the 1980s, the successive Research Framework Programmes have 
played a lead role in multidisciplinary research and cooperative trans-national 
R&D activities in Europe and beyond.  
 
The FP7 has a total budget of over € 50 billon and supports collaborative and 
individual research projects as well as for the development of research skills 
and capacity. 
 
The broad objectives of the FP7 have been grouped into four specific areas: 
Cooperation, Ideas, People and Capacities. For each type of objective, there is 
a specific programme corresponding to the main areas of the EU research 
policy.   
 
CooperationCooperationCooperationCooperation - Collaborative research projects between industry and academia 
to gain leadership in key technology areas.  
 



IdeasIdeasIdeasIdeas - The European Research Council (ERC) supports 'researcher led' basic 
research across all scientific and technological areas. 
 
PeoplePeoplePeoplePeople - Marie Curie actions to support individual researchers will operate 
horizontally across all research themes. 
 
CapacitiesCapacitiesCapacitiesCapacities - Activities to support research infrastructures, SMEs, international 
cooperation, regional capabilities and 'science in society' are also being 
identified across all research areas. 
 
 
The SusChem-Spain and SWTP interests are focused on Cooperation area, 
specifically on 5 themes:

objective of KBBE theme is to build a European Knowledge-Based Bio-

theme is to improve the competitiveness of European industry, as well as to 
enable Europe to master and shape the future developments of these 
technologies so that the demands of its society and economy are met.

o Integration of technologies for industrial applications – focusing on 
new technologies, materials and applications to address the needs 
identified by the different European Technology Platforms.

and establishment of the technologies necessary to adapt the current 
energy system into a more sustainable, competitive and secure one. It 
should also depend less on imported fuels and use a diverse mix of energy 
sources, in particular renewable, energy carriers and non polluting sources.

the environment under FP7 is to promote sustainable management of both 
man-made and natural environment and its resources. To this end, 
increased knowledge on the interaction between the climate, biosphere, 
ecosystems and human activities is sought and, new environmentally-
friendly technologies, tools and services are developed.

3.2 The Competitiveness and Innovation Framework Programme (CIP). 
 
The Competitiveness and Innovation Framework Programme aims to foster the 
competitiveness of European enterprises and has a total budget of over € 3.6 
billion for the period 2007-2013. Specific CIP programmes promote innovation 
(including eco-innovation); foster business support services in the regions and 
better access to finance, with small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) as 
the main target; encourage a better take-up and use of information and 
communications technologies (ICT); help to develop the information society and 
promote the increased use of renewable energies and energy efficiency. 
 
The CIP is structured in the following three specific programmes, each of which 
has its own governance structure and annual work programmes:

The EIP focuses on facilitating access to finance for the start-up and growth of 
SMEs and encourages investment in innovation activities, creating an 
environment favourable to SME cross-border cooperation, promoting all forms 
of innovation in enterprises and fostering an entrepreneurship and innovation 
culture. 
 
The EIP aims to achieve its objectives through the following schemes: 
 

− better access to finance for SMEs through "CIP financial instruments", 
particularly venture capital investments and loan guarantee schemes; 



− the Enterprise Europe Network, a network of regional centres delivering 
business and innovation support services to RTDI actors, particularly 
SMEs; 

− support to encourage trans-national networking of innovative companies 
and all other actors in the innovation process, including benchmarking 
initiatives and the exchange of best practice; 

− support to eco-innovation, thus making sustainable development become 
a business reality; 

− support for policy-making that encourages entrepreneurship and 
innovation.

3.3 EUREKA Programme. 
 
The EUREKA Programme is a support initiative for cooperative R&D within 
Europe. The objective of the programme is to promote the competitiveness of 
European companies by means of the promotion of the execution of 
technological projects. The latter are aimed at the development of products, 
processes and services with a clear commercial interest on the international 
market and which are based on innovative technologies. The programme is 
targeted at any company or Spanish research centre with the capacity to carry 
out an R&D project of an applied nature in collaboration with at least one 
company and / or research centre of another Eureka country.  
 
Each country takes on the financing of its companies and institutes. Eureka 
certifies approved projects by means of a "stamp of quality" which, apart from 
being a promotional element and of acknowledgement of the technological level 
of the promoted project, makes the project eligible for public financing, in Spain 
especially favourable.  
 
In EUREKA there are no pre-set technological lines. All technologies are 
suitable, as long as they are innovative. The content of the projects is promoted 



in accordance with the particular needs of each company. Nevertheless, 
Eureka can promote the development of projects in technological areas that 
are considered to be of strategic importance.  
 
Practically all European countries are members of the Programme. Member 
countries present in Eureka include: Germany, Austria, Belgium, Croatia, 
Denmark, Slovenia, Spain, Estonia, The Russian Federation, Finland, France, 
Greece, Hungary, Ireland, Island, Israel, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxemburg, 
Norway, The Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, The United Kingdom, The Czech 
Republic, The Slovak Republic, Romania, Sweden, Switzerland and Turkey. 
Apart from these 31 countries, plus the European Union as a full member, other 
European countries can take part in Eureka as long as they do so in 
collaboration with two member states. Albania, Bulgaria and the Ukraine are in 
this situation.

3.4 IBEROEKA Programme. 
 
The Iberoeka projects are instruments which support technological business 
cooperation in Latin America. This initiative is included within the Latin 
American Programme of Science and Technology for Development (CYTED). 19 
Latin American countries and Portugal and Spain participate in this 
programme.  
 
Iberoeka is based on the fundamental premise of bottom-up, by virtue of which 
participants are free to choose their own criteria with which to formulate, 
develop and finance R&D&I projects in accordance with their needs.  
 
CDTI, as the Spanish management organisation of the Iberoeka projects, 
promotes the participation of Spanish companies in this initiative by advising on 
the presentation of new proposals, on the search for partners and on access to 
sources of financing. In Iberoeka, there are no closed programmes. On the 
contrary, participants can start projects adapted to their specific needs as long 
as they fulfill fundamental requirements.  
 
A simple group of evaluation criteria for Iberoeka projects guarantees a 
minimum amount of bureaucracy and maximum control and flexibility. It is 
essential that the project:  
 

• Involves the participation of independent partners from at least two 
member countries. 

• Is innovative in the sense that the outcome produces new 
substantially improved products or processes. 

• It generates a product, process or service close to the market. 
 

This open nature permits the presentation of projects ranging from the 
development of advanced technology to projects with a fixed component of 
transfer and adaptation of technology including initiatives for the improvement 
of traditional processes and products through the application of new 
technology.

3.5 LIFE + Programme. 
 
LIFE is the EU’s financial instrument supporting environmental and nature 
conservation projects throughout the EU, as well as in some candidate, 
acceding and neighboring countries. Since 1992, LIFE has co-financed some 
3115 projects, contributing approximately €2 billion to the protection of the 
environment. 
 
The LIFE+ Regulation allows EU countries to specify national priorities in 
relation to each LIFE+ call for proposals. For the 2010 call, eight countries 
(Estonia, Finland, Italy, the Netherlands, Poland, Romania, Slovenia and 
Sweden) have exercised this right. Projects from those countries are more 
likely to be selected for funding if they are in line with the relevant national 
priorities, as well as with the LIFE+ criteria.  
 
• LIFE+ Nature and BiodiversityLIFE+ Nature and BiodiversityLIFE+ Nature and BiodiversityLIFE+ Nature and Biodiversity - supports projects that contribute to the 

implementation of the EU's Birds and Habitats Directives, and that 
contribute to the EU's goal of halting the loss of biodiversity. The maximum 
co-financing rate can be 75 percent, but is normally 50 percent. 

 
• LIFE+ Environment Policy and GovernanceLIFE+ Environment Policy and GovernanceLIFE+ Environment Policy and GovernanceLIFE+ Environment Policy and Governance - supports technological projects 

that offer significant environmental benefits, for example process or 
efficiency improvements. This part of LIFE+ also helps projects that improve 
the implementation of EU environmental legislation, that build the 
environmental policy knowledge base, and that develop environmental 
information sources through monitoring (including forest monitoring). 
Projects can be co-financed up to a level of 50 percent. 
 

• LIFE+ Information and CommunicationLIFE+ Information and CommunicationLIFE+ Information and CommunicationLIFE+ Information and Communication - co-finances up to 50 percent 
projects that spread information about environmental issues, such as 
climate change and conservation. This strand of LIFE+ can also support 
forest fire prevention awareness and training campaigns. 
 

 
3.5.1 Calls and opportunities in 2010 
 
The fourth LIFE+ call for proposals has been published on 04 May 2010, with up 
to €243 million available for co-financing of projects under three headings: 
nature and biodiversity; environment policy and governance; and information 
and communication.  
 
Project proposals should be sent to the relevant national authority no later than 
01 September 201001 September 201001 September 201001 September 2010. Thereafter, national authorities will send project proposals 
on to the European Commission by 04 October 2010, and the Commission will 
check the outline projects against the LIFE+ eligibility criteria and will assess 
proposals on the basis of the LIFE+ selection and award criteria. Final 
announcement of the projects chosen for funding is expected in July/August 
2011, with projects starting at the earliest on 1 September 2011.
